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The North American Development Bank (NADB) provides financing for infrastructure projects that enhance the environmental condition of the U.S.-Mexico border 
region. NADB works closely with its sister institution, the Border Environment Cooperation Commission (BECC), to help border communities develop and finance 
affordable, self-sustaining projects with broad community support. Each project must pass through a public participation and certification process performed by 
BECC in order to be eligible for financing from NADB. 
 
To date, NADB has contracted a cumulative total of approximately US$1.33 billion in loans and grants to help finance 152 certified projects estimated to cost a 
total of US$3.28 billion to build. Of that amount, 92 percent has been disbursed to project sponsors for the implementation of 145 projects. An additional US$217.2 
million in loans and grants has been approved to support five additional projects. A breakdown of NADB financing by program is shown in the table below.

Of the 152 projects receiving financing from the Bank, 95 percent are either under construction or have already been completed. Specifically, 108 have been 
completed and are in operation, 37 are currently under construction or in various stages of completion, and six are in the design or bidding stage. One project was 
cancelled.

State of Baja California, Mexico   Paving of 14.9 million square meters (m²) of street 
surface in the municipalities of Tijuana, Mexicali, 
Ensenada, Tecate and Playas de Rosarito, over a 4 
½-year period. The first phase consists of paving 
an estimated 2.3 million m2 of streets in the five 
cities during an 18-month period at an estimated 
cost of US$65.2 million. 
 

Community Benefits 

With this program 50% of the currently unpaved 
streets in the five cities will be paved, which will 
greatly reduce vehicular dust, thus improving the air 
quality for residents of the cities, as well as for 
people living in neighboring communities in San 
Diego and Imperial Counties. Street paving will also 
help the local communities by facilitating economic 
activity, improving communication efficiency and 
extending access to public services including 
police, fire protection and other emergency 
services.  

 The Bank is a direct lender to complement grant 
funding provided by the federal, state and local 
governments.  The Bank approved a US$27.62 
million loan on July 8, 2003 for the first phase of the 
project, and the loan agreement was signed on 
August 15, 2003. The final loan disbursement 
occurred on October 19, 2006, for slightly less than 
the amount contracted. The final loan amount in 
dollars after exchange rate and hedge adjustments is 
US$25.07 million.  The loan is in amortization. 
 
Through the TAP, the Bank also provided support for 
an institutional strengthening assessment of PIPCAôs 
billing & collection, telecommunications and 
information systems, concluded in August 2004.   

 Construction has been completed on all 101 paving 
projects financed by the Bank.  
 
Construction of additional paving projects in all five 
cities is ongoing with federal and state funding.

Community Benefits 

Street paving will reduce dust generated by 
vehicular traffic on unpaved surfaces and disturbed 
by frequent gusting winds, thus improving air 
quality and respiratory conditions in the surrounding 
area. First-time water and/or wastewater services 
will be provided to some households, preventing 
the discharge of an estimated 590,000 gallons a 
day of raw sewage. 

 The Bank is providing a loan to complement state 
funding.  On November 29, 2010, the Bank approved 
a market-rate loan for up to US$32.03 million to cover 
approximately 85% of project costs. The 
corresponding loan agreement was signed on 
December 8, 2010, and the first disbursement of the 
loan proceeds occurred in December 2010. 

 Construction began with state funds. To date, 19 
paving contracts (213,340 m2) have been 
completed, as well as 17 contracts for water and/or 
wastewater works.

The BEIF 
grant was signed on December 18, 2000. 
Disbursements began in June 2005 and are ongoing.  
 
The Bank provided additional assistance through the 
TAP for a water and wastewater rate study, 
completed in January 2000. 

 Construction was completed in the first quarter of 
2003, and the system is in operation.

On 
November 20, 2008, EPA approved the Bank's 
recommendation to provide a total of US$3.57 million 
in BEIF funds: US$800,439 for the Coastal Areas 
project and US$2.77 million for the Tijuana River 
basin project.  On December 16, 2008, the Bank 
approved a market-rate loan for up to US$2.41 
million for both projects, bringing total Bank 
participation to US$5.98 million. The loan and BEIF 
agreements were all signed on July 16, 2009.  
Disbursements of the River Basin BEIF grant began 
in October 2009. The initial loan disbursement 
occurred in March 2010. Disbursements of the 
Coastal Areas BEIF grant began in November 2010. 

 The collection systems in the two coastal area 
subdivisions, as well as in one of the river basin 
subdivisions, have been completed. Construction of 
the wastewater collection systems in the remaining 
two river basin subdivisions was completed in 
December 2010, thus completing the entire project.

 The Bank is a direct lender to complement funding 
from the local water utility, CESPT.  In addition, 
several components of this project are expected to 
receive BEIF grants, along with matching Mexican 
grants. On July 21, 2009, the Bank approved a 
market-rate loan for up to US$27.96 million for the 
project. On July 17, 2009, EPA approved the Bank's 
recommendation to provide a total of US$2.20 million 
in BEIF funds as follows: US$1.36 million for the 
Rosarito I WWTP and US$845, 682 for the Aztlán, 
Independencia and Lomas de Rosarito sewer 
systems. The three sewer systems were completed 
with Mexican funds, so all of the BEIF funds will be 
used to fund the Rosarito I WWTP. On September 
18, 2009, a US$22.08 million loan agreement was 
signed for the first tranche of the loan and 
disbursements began in December of the same year. 
The utility has obtained cost savings in the 
construction of the project and has decided not to 
contract the rest of the loan. As a result on August 6, 
2010, the unsigned portion of the loan was cancelled, 
reducing the Bankôs participation in this project to 
US$24.28 million. On February 1, 2011, two 
additional components were certified for funding 
under this loan: the La Morita WWTP and the 
Tecolote-La Gloria WWTP. On February 16, 2011, 
EPA approved the Bank's recommendation to provide 
a US$1.50 million in BEIF grant for expansion of the 
Ejido Plan Libertador sewer system in Playas de 
Rosarito and a US$430,567 BEIF grant for expansion 
of the Alcatraces sewer system in Tijuana. As a 
result, total Bank participation in this project comes to 
US$26.21 million. 

 A 1,000-m3 water tank, as well as a pump station, 
force main and waterlines in one subdivision have 
been completed. The sewer systems in Lomas de 
Rosarito, Col. Independencia and Col. Aztlán have 
been completed with Mexican funds. Construction 
of the 9-km. Matanuco collector was completed in 
July 2010.  The La Morita plant has also been 
completed and began operations in August 2010.  
 
The Tecolote-La Gloria plant is currently under 
construction and approximately 55% complete. 
Three water tanks, a pumping system and 
waterlines in three subdivisions, as well as the 
sewer lines in Ejido Plan Libertador in Playas de 
Rosarito are also under construction. Expansion of 
the Rosarito I WWTP began in September 2011.

On 
September 18, 2009, NADB and CESPT signed a 
US$22.08 million loan agreement to finance several 
water and wastewater works. Approximately US$4.68 
million of that loan is being applied towards the 
implementation of these two projects.  

 The La Morita plant has been completed and began 
operations in August 2010.  
 
The Tecolote-La Gloria plant is currently under 
construction and approximately 55% complete.
